Great news! Our school has won a grant to improve our Food Garden for everyone to enjoy. Here’s what it means
in simple terms:

What We’re Getting
e  Growing Spaces: Raised beds filled with soil and compost for fruit, vegetables and herbs.
e Plants & Seeds: Fruit trees (like apples and pears), berries, herbs, edible flowers, vegetable seeds, and
wildflower turf for pollinators.
o Wildlife Homes: Bird boxes, bee and bug houses, a bird feeder and food, to attract birds, bees and
ladybirds.
Structures:
A polytunnel (like a greenhouse) to grow plants all year.
A metal shed to safely store tools.
A bench for relaxing and enjoying the garden.
Trellis for climbing plants.
A compost bin and water butt to collect rainwater.
Tools: Wheelbarrow, gloves, spades, trowels and other hand tools.
Guidebooks: Helpful books on growing food.
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How It Will Happen
e Planning Visit: Experts from Keep Wales Tidy and Social Farms & Gardens will visit our site to plan the
layout and schedule.
o Deliveries: Materials and plants will arrive in stages. Volunteers will help unload and build things.
e Building & Planting: Beds, shed, polytunnel and wildlife homes will be installed with support from the
project team.

Ongoing Support
e  We will get advice and resources to help care for the garden for at least five years.
e Families and children can join in planting, watering, and looking after the garden.

Why This Matters
e  Fresh fruit and vegetables for learning and eating.
e A beautiful space for wildlife, outdoor lessons and family events.
e A place for children to learn about nature and healthy food.

How Parents Can Help

Look out for calls for volunteers to build, plant or water the garden. Everyone is welcome—no gardening
experience needed!
